1) Write out all of the words for the week in alphabetic order (if you are finding this tough you could write each word on a separate slip of paper and actually move them around so you can see them in full before you copy them out – no computer assistance please!)
2) Use a dictionary to look up the definitions of three words you don’t understand or are least confident with and then write the definition in your own words (don’t copy the dictionary definition please!)
3) Use a thesaurus to look 3 spellings up (not the same as your dictionary words) and write out 4 of its synonyms, try and write down an antonym for the word as well (these don’t work with all of the words!)

Synonym = a word or phrase that means exactly or nearly the same as another word or phrase in the same language, for example shut is a synonym of close.
Antonym = a word opposite in meaning to another (e.g. bad and good ). 
4) Write out 3 high quality sentences, each one containing a spelling word (it would be brilliant if these were 3 different words to those used in the previous two challenges). Please make sure that one sentence is a statement sentence, one a question sentence and one a command sentence. With these sentences, you must challenge yourself to use adventurous vocabulary at all times and where possible make them complex sentences (including a main and a subordinate clause).
