· Sort your words e.g. alphabetically or by length or the number of syllables. Can your friend see how you have sorted them?

· Ask your friend to ‘test’ you when you know all your words.
· Make a wordsearch and swap it with a friend.

· Make flashcards of your spellings and play ‘snap’

· Write one letter each – start with 10 points each, and lose a point every time you can’t think of the next letter – who will keep their points?
