Castle A large strong building, or group of
buildings, designed to protect the people
inside from attack.

Tower A tall narrow building forming part of a
castle.
Barbican Part of the outer defence of a castle. Used

to help defend a gateway into a castle.

Drawbridge A bridge, which can be raised and
lowered, often found over a castle’s moat.

Moat A deep, wide ditch surrounding a castle,
often filled with water.

Turret A small narrow tower on top of a
building or a larger tower. Flag Gatehouse
y Ja Keep
Battlements Found at the top of a castle’s walls, with

openings to shoot through and raised Bailey

sections for protection.

Curtain Wall
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Arrow loop A narrow vertical slit in a castle wall . - Bottiements
rom which arrows could be fired. ;) :
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Ambush A surprise attack by people lying in wait Brawbiiden Porteullis war hoat

in a concealed position.
