Being imaginative 

Experimenting with a 
variety of different media 
to make marks, lines and 
curves using; pencils 
coloured pencils, felt pens, 
chalk, crayons and pastels.  

 

Selecting colours for 
different purposes.

Applying paint using a 
range of tools: brushes, 
fingers, sticks, combs, 
rollers.

Use one colour of paint or 
ink and a variety of objects 
to create patterns;

Explore using different 
textures papers, sand, 
sticks, leaves cotton wool, 
fabric and plastic shells.

Select and sort materials 
into given criteria/qualities 
eg. Warm, cold, shiny, 
smooth. 

Handle, feel and 
manipulate rigid and 
malleable materials. 

Junk modelling  

Pull apart and reconstruct 
basic shapes 

Sorting and feeling- 
discuss fabrics and 
threads, growing an 
awareness of colour, 
texture and shape. 

Weaving using paper, 
under, over, in and out. 

 

Year 1 Experimenting with a
